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Collection of Sweetpotato in Highland and Island Areas
of Shikoku Region
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Summary

We explored for collecting local cultivars of sweetpotato in highland and island areas of
Ehime and Kochi prefectures from September 7 to 11, 1993. A total of 33 cultivars were col-
lected. Some of these looked like cultivars registered by MAFF. Sweetpotatoes in this area are
cultivated for personal use and for food processing in small factory by old farmers. As they

are getting old, local cultivars are now disappearing.
