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Summary

Russia is the largest country in the world and has various kinds of plant species.
Since 1992 NIAS Genebank has a good communication between the N. I. Vavilov
Institute for Plant Industry (VIR) and we have conducted several times of collaborative
exploration/collection missions for wild relatives of wheat, fruit trees and forage crop
species. In order to facilitate these collaborative activities on plant genetic resources
regarding exploration/collection and evaluation, NIAS and VIR signed a Memorandum
of Agreement (MOA) on 22th of April 2003 (NIAS) and 17th of May 2003 (VIR).
According to the signed MOA, NIAS dispatched the preliminary survey mission for Beta
exploration/collection. They discussed a possibility of entering Republic of Azerbaijan and
Dagestan region of Russia and detailed plan for the implementation each other.
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
